Principal’s Annual Update on School Improvement Plan

2010
Physical Plant

Over the summer a heating/cooling system was put in the school. This involved major construction and many new ceilings were installed. A new P.A. system was installed. Smart boards were installed in the grade 2 rooms. 

Focus for future plans include a new gymnasium and a JK/K room to be started in the summer and completed for December. The current gym will remain as an all-purpose room but the change rooms will be turned into new offices with a completion date of September. Two more Smart Boards will be purchased next year for Rooms 5 (JK/K) and 4 (Gr. 1).
A new parking lot for parents will be created on the grassy lot beside the current parking lot. The staff parking lot will be extended along the side of the school beyond the new gym. This will accommodate more staff cars, and the parent lot will assist in moving traffic away from the bus lane at the front of the school.

The Breakfast Club kitchen received a new industrial dishwasher and toaster courtesy of the Breakfast for Learning grants.

Improving Student Literacy & Character Education

The province provided funding for our school under the "Schools in the Middle" category, which allowed teachers to attend in-school professional meetings to moderate student work and plan strategies to help target students improve.

Schools in the Middle are schools that are showing growth in student achievement but have not met the Ministry goals of 75% at levels 3 & 4. 
Staff has been using data from EQAO, DRA reading scores, report card marks, CAT testing and enrichment testing to target students and to plan for achievement improvement.

All classrooms focused on DRA reading scores and monitored movement of students on the DRA tracking boards.

Assessment Week played an important role during the EQAO testing, and not only set the tone for the week, but provided all students with opportunities to be successful and practice at EQAO types of testing questions.  

After school literacy and homework programs in grades 3 & 6 were offered as well as a Mad Science (at cost to students) after school program. We plan to continue to offer those programs.

Writnig is being stressed and assessed in all subject areas. Our hallway bulletin boards and our Celebration Wall in the front foyer feature student writing on a regular basis.

A "Wanna Be Bully-Free" program was initiated with a survey to collect data. Weekly classroom meetings, the posting of the focus of the meetings on the bulletin board, and monthly Character Assemblies which involve the students, will continue to be a school focus.

A key to providing a safe school and support for students is having the Board support keeping a full-time child and youth worker at the school. We are hoping that role continues next year.
